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Building Program

This week we received final approval from the Committee of Management to commence Stage 3 of our Building
Program. The development of Stage 3 of our Master Plan will enable our vision of having all year levels housed
in Learning Neighbourhoods by the end of the 2018 school year with the establishment of our new Year 1/2
Learning Neighbourhood.

The project reflects our strong commitment to creating and sustaining a Performance and Development Culture
as we continue to strive to embed the practice of Contemporary Learning and Teaching. Improving teacher
pedagogical competence and confidence has been a significant part of our continual improvement agenda at
Corpus Christi School. The development of our Learning Neighbourhoods, which has taken place through the
progression of the Master Plan, along with the professional learning required to ‘teach’ in these purpose built
environments have undoubtedly had a profound effect on the development of our teachers which subsequently
accounts for further enhanced student learning outcomes.

Our Learning Neighbourhood structure enables us to:
+ develop and maintain highly structured and settled learning environments
+ differentiate learning by explicitly teaching all children at point of need (using assessment data to track
student success, target areas of need and evaluate their ‘teacher effectiveness’)
+ give and receive immediate feedback on our teaching

The Stage 3 design also provides additional benefit and scope. That being:
+ the upgrade of our Prep Learning Neighbourhood: To utilise available space to transform the area and

floor plan to be truly flexible and collaborative and far more conducive to the contemporary,
differentiated learning and teaching we have spent so much time investigating and implementing

+ the relocation and redevelopment of the Library: Allowing the development of a state of the art student
and teacher resource facility along with teacher planning area, withdrawal space and flexible
meeting/presentation space

+ upgrade of toilet facilities: it makes perfect sense to refurbish our student amenities, which are housed
in the same building as our Prep Learning Neighbourhood, while works are in progress.
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This project, which will commence in Term 2 and should be complete by the
end of the year, will also allow us to continue to enact the Vision for Catholic
Education in the Archdiocese of Melbourne as articulated in the Catholic
Education Office Melbourne’s Learning Centred Schools, A Sacred

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As you can see by the drawings, it is a huge scope of work and there are exciting
times ahead!

Hi families; we’ve had a really busy week already, with 28 children at After School Care this Tuesday. We have a
maximum capacity of 30 children, so book your Tuesdays well in advance if you can. If you miss the 24 hour online
booking cut off, you can call head office on 1300 395 735 and they will add your child to the roll. You can also send us a
text message on 0401 501 661 and we will add your child manually, though a late booking fee will apply.

Please remember we are unable to release children to anyone not listed as a contact in their OSHClub enrolment form.
If you are sending an unauthorised person to collect your child, we need authorisation in writing — please send a text
message including the FULL NAME of the person collecting your child and inform them that they will be required to
produce photo ID at collection. If you anticipate this person collecting your child more than once, the easiest thing is to
add this person to your enrolment form. Please also note that we cannot release children to anyone under 18 years old.

So far we have only had one request on the blank planner, so we will be making paper kites next week (thanks for the
request, Andy S). | will continue to encourage the children to request activities. After School Care is the children’s leisure
time. We want it to be as enjoyable as possible for them, and the best way to ensure this is for them to ask for what
they want. Please encourage your children to make requests for activities — you can even pop in on a non-OSHClub-day
when you collect your children so they can add requests to the planner.

We are thinking about introducing a borrowing system at OSHClub and the current feedback question at the sign-out
desk is “would you and your children like to be able to borrow books, toys and games from OSHClub?”
